Additional locations
may be added in future years.

The cost for each 2022 banner is $125 plus tax. SEI Specialty Enhanced Imaging is the

Banners will be returned to you after it has been taken down.

Banner applications will be accepted on a first-come, first-served basis based on the
timestamp of the email you return with the application.

Once your banner is hung, you must skip a year before applying again; at which time a
new banner will need to be purchased.
